Snowy owls live in the -Asrtic; where it is cold all year round. Young male snowy owis
are barred with dark brown, but are almost pure white when fully grown. Hence the
name snowy owls. Females keep some dark markings throughout their lives. The feet

of snowy owls are also covered with feathers and have extra thick pads.

With their incredible vision, snowy owls can see from high up in the sky and swoop

down silently to capture their prey. Like all owls, they have good night vision. They afe

nocturnal and diurnak  They usually hunt at night but in the Arctic, it does not get dark in
the summer so the owls hunt in the daylight, too.
