Despite their quick beating wings, hummingbirds are not the fastest flying
birds. These skilled fliers also have difficulty walking - they can hop a little, but
need to use theirwings to move, even when they are on the nest. With beaks like

swords and tongues like extra-long straws, they power themselves on nectar, 20
visiting up to 1000 flowers a day. Hummingbirds also feast on spiders and strain
gnats while in mid-air.

Plants that depend on hummingbirds for pollination seem especially made
for them. Their blossoms project out to prevent the birds from entanglement in
leaves and vines.
